Canada may lose the North Magnetic Pole

According to Larry Newitt of the Geological Survey of Canada, the North Magnetic Pole could leave Canada as soon as 2004, and migrate north of Alaska and eventually wind up in Russia.  The magnetic pole, which has steadily drifted for decades, has picked up its pace in recent years.  If the pole follows its present course, it will pass north of Alaska and arrive in Siberia in a half century, but Newitt cautioned that such predictions could prove wrong.  “Although it has been moving north or northwest for a hundred years, it is not going to continue in that direction forever.  Its speed has increased considerably during the past 25 years, and it could just as easily decease a few years from now,” the geophysicist said.    [RAC]

Another Testamony for Kasunic Repair Service

 

I did a Google search on "Kasunic repair," and that led me to your September 2001 issue of "The Feedback" where a number of amateurs described their repair experiences with Jim Kasunic of Walkersville, MD.

 

I thought that I would make this contribution to your newsletter. 

 

I first came into contact with Jim Kasunic about seven or eight years ago, when I was helping a friend get his Ten Tec transceiver repaired.  My friend was an older gentleman and well-off financially.  He had the "buy American " philosophy which led him to Ten Tec.  The rig never seemed to work right...it had some sort of intermittent frequency hopping problem. 

 

My friend sent the rig back to Ten Tec twice...but Ten Tec could not fix it properly!! So he was very unhappy, but still refused to buy foreign equipment.

 

So as a last resort, we made a cluster inquiry about local repair people, and somebody in the Potomac Valley Radio Club suggested Jim Kasunic.  

 

I took the Ten Tec out to Jim.  He found the problem as a cold solder joint.  Fixed it...mostly a labor charge.  

 

My friend was so pleased with the rig's performance that he gave Kasunic a $100 tip. 

 

I talked with Jim about his experience and capabilities.  He used to repair computers for IBM, but he either retired early, or got caught up in some massive layoff...I can't recall the exact details. Overall, I was very impressed with him.  The reason that I'm looking for Jim again is that I'm looking for a very capable repair person to repair some very sensitive amplifiers used in biological cell research.  He may be able to do it, even though he's never repaired one before.  His troubleshooting and diagnostic skills are outstanding, and I would trust him to repair the $10,000 amplifier.  

 

I also learned that some big local DX contesters had their equipment repaired by Kasunic.

 

I recommend Jim Kasunic for your repairs...especially the tough ones that other "experts" can't handle.
